POLICY ON STUDENT REMEDIATION AND/OR DISMISSAL FROM THE PROGRAMS
IN THE DARDEN COLLEGE OF EDUCATION AND PROFESSIONAL STUDIES (DCEPS)

The goal of this policy is to provide an avenue to support student success in the Darden College of
Education and Professional Studies. All students are expected to follow the ODU Code of Student
Conduct, the Technical Standards, and appropriate professional standards identified by the program.

If a faculty member has concerns about a student’s academic behavior, a student’s competency as a
professional in training, or a student’s ethical or professional conduct that may call into question the
student’s



that were raised with the student, the process the faculty used in discussing the concerns,
and the recommendations the faculty developed. The document will be given to the
Department Chair.

The Department Chair will review the evidence, talk with the student, the Program Director or
designee, and relevant faculty members, and then render his or her decision and
recommendation. The decision and recommendation will be provided to the Program Director
or designee and the student in the form of a letter.
